HOW TO HELP YOUR CHILD GET READY TO
START SCHOOL

Read and enjoy books together

Talk to your child and encourage them to speak using sentences
Make opportunities for your child to play with other children

Teach them to become more independent e.g. getting dressed and managing personal
belongings and hygiene

Play games that require taking turns
Give your child opportunities to draw and write their name

Ensure your child is fully toilet trained
